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2026 Presidents Cup Application and Rules
Entry Fee: $20. Payment must be made prior to participation.
Sign-Up Deadline: June 19t  Tournament Dates: June 20th to July 11th

Minimum Participation: Six players are required; net winners only.

Tee Eligibility: Play will occur from all three tee boxes. Check eligibility on the sheet located in the
locker room.

Format: The Presidents Cup consists of two 18-hole rounds, utilizing full handicaps. Winners are
determined by the lowest combined net score across both rounds. Play may be from the red, red-
yellow, or yellow tee boxes. All rounds must be played from the same tee box for each participant.

Handicap Requirements:

* Red tee:
* Red-Yellow tee: Your age plus your handicap equals 96-100
* Yellow tee: Your age plus your handicap equals 101 or higher

Playing Conditions: Each round must be played with at least one other club member, who may
participate as a competitor or observer. All scores must be properly documented on the scorecard.

Scorecard Procedures: Tournament scorecards must be signed and dated in the pro shop before
play and are valid solely for the Presidents Cup. Each scorecard must clearly display the player’s full
name, “PC,” tee designation (“R” or “Y”), round number, and the full name of the accompanying
member. Example: Jane Doe PC, R, Rnd1, accompanied by John Smith.

Concurrent Tournaments: If participating in both the Presidents Cup and the weekend tournament
on the same day, separate scorecards must be used and guidelines for both tournaments observed.

Completion Process: Upon finishing your round, ensure that your scorecard is signed and attested,
then submit it to the tournament box in the locker room or the WSC box in the pro shop.

Score Posting: Please remember to post your score to the GHIN system at the conclusion of play.
All scores must be submitted by Monday, July 15th.
